Tom’s Record as Nassau County Executive

Tom implemented a $150 million program to preserve open spaces, improve
parks, protect water quality, and clean up 12 brownfields.

Tom initiated over 40 storm water improvement projects to prevent storm
water runoff from polluting Nassau's waterways and wetlands.

Tom’s Record as Mayor of Glen Cove

Tom orchestrated the $100 million cleanup of two Federal Superfund sites, a
hazardous waste site, and numerous brownfields on Glen Cove’s waterfront.

Glen Cove was the first community on the Long Island Sound to reduce
nitrogen emissions into the Sound, cutting nitrogen output from its sewage
plant by half.
